Its four essays trace that relationship chronologically and through the emergence of key individuals within the Army Air Corps. The last of the four, and shortest by far, examines what the author calls “the most spectacular Allied air-ground team of the Second World War.” Few will be surprised that the words describe Patton’s Third Army and XIX Tactical Air Command, commanded by then-Brigadier General Otto P. Weyland.
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
